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Permission to Administer Medication
In the event a child should require a prescription or over the counter medication be administered during day care hours the following regulations apply:

A written order must be obtained from a physician stating that the daycare may administer such medication, prescription, remedy, treatment, or procedure and specifying the circumstances under which the medication, prescription, remedy, treatment or procedure must not be administered. Physicians are aware of this policy and are willing to comply if asked.

At no time can a provider administer any prescription medications without a written doctor's order. If you know your child will require a prescription drug at the time of an office visit please request a written order for daycare. Over- the- counter medication must be in the original container with the manufacturer's label and directions for administration. Such medication must be labeled with your child's complete name.
Over- the- counter medications may be given on an infrequent basis under the written instructions from the parent, provided the instructions are consistent with those that are on the manufacturers label.

Administering medications that were intended for use by siblings, relative's etc are strictly forbidden. The medication must be labeled for the child whom it is to be administered to.
